· In 2012: 4,629,987 smokers in Canada or about 12% of the 

population (http://www.hc-sc.gc.ca/)

· According to a2007 surveyof tobacco use in the LGBT community 

(3,140 participants) by Toronto Public Health,36% of LGBT 

participants were smokers, compared to 17% of Toronto adults.

· Lesbians are also more likely to be heavy smokers than heterosexual 

women 

· bisexual people are more likely to be current or past smokers than 

gay men or lesbians.
