CERTIFICATION PROCESS PROFICIENCY REQUIRMENTS
Pharmacy Examining Board of Canada (PEBC) is
the national certification body for the profession of
pharmacy in Canada. IPGs must complete PEBC's
Document Evaluation, Pharmacist Evaluating

Examinations, and Pharmacist Qualifying
Examinations.

You must meet the minimum language
proficiency requirements in either English or
French as outlined by NAPRA. Evidence of your
language proficiency must be dated within two

years of applying for a licence to practice pharmacy
in Manitoba.
